Teacher Workshop

To keep pace with the changing technologies and advancement in the field of
education, workshops were conducted for the teachers on a regular basis.
1. FLN TLM Workshop on 01.07.23

TLMs for classes 1 and 2 were the main focus of the workshop. Discussion on
need for TLM was done. Teachers explored various TLM options and list of
TLMs to be made were finalised. Three separate groups of teachers were
formed. Hindi group focussed on ‘Matras’, Mathematics group focussed on
foundation numeracy and English group on ‘Phonics ‘. The objective of the
workshop was to orient teachers to develop appropriate context-specific
teaching-learning materials which can be used to enhance the quality of the
teaching-learning process.

Classroom Activities
